The Director of School Education in the letters first and Second read above has stated that in the meeting of Andhra Pradesh State Board of Physical held'on 2-5- 1980 it was resolved to recommend the Government that 75% of attendance in Physical Education activities should be laid as a compulsory in Class -VII to X and minimum requirement for the pupils in addition to their required attendance in the general subjects for promotion to higher class with a provision for condonation for institutions which do not have any facilities for Physical Education. Government after careful consideration hereby make 75% of attendance in Physical Education as compulsory classes VII to X as minimum requirement for the pupils in addition to the required attendance in the general subjects for promotion to higher classes subject to the condonation for the institutions which do not have any facilities for Physical Education.
